Red RockAppella audition procedure:
· A prospective member must visit at least 3 chorus rehearsals before she can audition.  One of those times she will be voice placed to determine the best part for her to sing.  After three rehearsals she may select a date for auditioning. She may repeat the audition if she fails to pass on the first attempt.
· She will be given music and a learning track to prepare for her audition. She will be expected to learn the audition song outside of regular rehearsals.
· The audition is in a quartet setting without using the music, so the song must be memorized in her part.  
· We can arrange for a “practice audition” if she would like one, prior to her actual audition.  This will allow us to give her some feedback and pointers on how she can be successful in her actual audition (In addition to note and word accuracy, the barbershop style relies on chords that are sung in tune with synchronization.  Thus she should sing with no stylizing, scooping, or excessive vibrato.)
· The potential member will receive the membership application and Red RockAppella standing rules prior to her audition.
· The actual audition will be done on a regular rehearsal night in front of the director and members of the music committee (unless the potential member would prefer to audition in one of the private rooms at the rehearsal location.)
· A recommendation, and the potential member’s application, will then be presented to the music team for final approval.
· The potential member is notified of the audition result (preferably by the director) as soon possible after the audition, and she will then receive a letter from the membership chair, usually within a week.
·  After acceptance, the new member is “sung in” at the next regular rehearsal night, and the membership chair gets the applicable dues from the new member to send into SAI and the Region with appropriate paperwork.
